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THE FRUIT OF BBTS MODULES: PAST AND FUTURE 

 

A ccording to the Lord Jesus Christ, the Great Commission is the 

evangelizing of the lost and the establishing of Baptist churches and 

the teaching of nationals to carry on the Great Commission (Mt. 28:19-

20). Summarized, the Lord wanted Baptist church members to make 

sinners disciples, to baptize disciples forming Baptist churches, and to 

train Baptist disciples to reduplicate.   

 The precious Saviour has given fruit to the ministry of Bible Baptist Church which has 

sent out several men from this small assembly to plant Baptist churches in various regions. As 

well, Bible Baptist Theological Seminary under the aegis of Bible Baptist Church, has taught 

Baptist pastors in the USA as well as in foreign countries. Of recent, Dr. Thomas M. Strouse 

ministered for two of his former seminary graduates in Indonesia, namely, Dr. Suhento Liauw and 

his son Dr. Stephen Liauw.  These Bible Baptist Theological Seminary trained men have their 

own seminary in which they have trained scores of Indonesian men for the Lord’s work, 

especially the work of planting NT Baptist churches throughout the Indonesian islands.  

Currently, there about sixty graduates of their seminary pastoring churches throughout this 

Muslim nation. Another example of the Lord’s gracious blessing is the soon-to-be establishment 

of a Baptist church in Abu Dhabi which Bible study was established by the 

Baptist assembly in Dubai under the pastoral leadership of Ronilo De Leon, 

soon to graduate from Bible Baptist Theological Seminary.  Former 

graduate of Bible Baptist Theological Seminary, Dr. Emmanuel Tanierla, 

was involved in starting the Baptist church in Dubai.  Dr. Tanierla then 

helped teach Pastor De Leon to train and prepare ordained Ramil Radoc for 

induction as pastor of the Abi Dhabi Baptist church.  

 The Lord’s institution of the Baptist assembly has continued for 

2000 years, evangelizing, baptizing, and catechizing, first men, and then 

women and children, for the establishment of biblical Baptist churches. The 

Baptist assembly is the only divinely authorized entity to carry out the Great 

Commission.  Non-Baptist church “entities” such as maverick missionaries, 

Christian colleges, mission boards, Bible studies, publishing corporations, 

media institutions, etc., have no biblical authority to do the work that is 

assigned by Heaven to the Lord’s only institution, the Baptist church!  

 Dr. Thomas Strouse will be teaching a module in Quezon City, 

Philippines on Pss. 42-72 in Cornerstone Baptist Church and Seminary in 

February, 2025, as well as examining the doctoral dissertation of Pastor 

Lester Raquintan. Continue to pray for the training of nationals to plant and 

train NT assemblies.
