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W hile in Ireland and having taught through Psalms 42-72 by “the sweet 

psalmist of Israel” (II Sam.

Many Christian 

songs encourage the Christian and exalt the Saviour with the lyrics and 

concordant vibrations therein, whereas the secular world produces discordant 

and purposeful resultant music that is quite depressing, and outright demonic 

(cf. I Sam. 16:23). One music venue is even known as “Suicide Songs.”
