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THE RESURRECTION AND THE LIFE 

Jesus said unto her, I am the resurrection, and the life: he that 

believeth in me, though he were dead, yet shall he live: John 11:25  

A t the death of a dear friend, Lazarus, the brother of Mary and 

Martha, Jesus made this startling declaration. The declaration 

was clear; He was the resurrection and the life.
