THE ROMANCE OF IRISH MISSIONS

The McKinley family saying, “Goodbye and come again.”

The picturesque island of Ireland with multiple shades of green
seems to be the idyllic place to evangelize the Irish people in this part of
Europe. It seems that “foreign missions” in faraway countries is the
ultimate Christian calling for many earnest young Bible college graduates.
In fact, foreign missions seems superior to home missions in some
exhortations from preachers and missionaries. The beauty of the land with
English-speaking nationals is an attractive choice for enthusiastic, mission

-oriented, young Christian couples.

Nevertheless, with all of the romantic inclinations of missions to
Ireland, there are faithful families who have looked beyond the romance to
the reality of Irish missions and have stayed and planted churches.
Missionary Pastor Gene McKinley has observed that, in his twenty-plus
years as a missionary in Ireland, at least twenty-six Christian couples have
responded to the “call” to evangelize Ireland, came with financial support,
stayed for two to five years, and left! The romance wore off, and the hard
and very often fruitless efforts dissuaded the “called” missionaries, and
they returned home. One is reminded of what the precious Saviour

challenged, “And Jesus said unto him, No man, having put his hand to the

plough, and looking back, is fit for the kingdom of God” (Lk. 9:62).
Nevertheless, there are a handful of missionaries in Ireland who have
planted churches with souls won to Christ. Many of these biblical
churches have twenty to thirty members, including immigrants from
African and European countries.

Ireland is a Roman Catholic country which religion is irrelevant

to many of the Irish people. This Catholicism is becoming more pagan,
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almost acting as the doorway to the occultic witchcraft and demonic
activities of the nation. Pubs are on every corner and immorality is
rampant. Certainly, Ireland is a darkened nation with the great need of

committed missionaries to evangelize the heathen public.

However, Missionary Pastor Gene McKinley and his family have
established a biblical Baptist church, Good News Baptist Church,
having rented a home and a meeting place for his assembly. Recently,
he has had to move both locations, so he purchased a plot of land for
his home (soon to be renovated) as well as a building for the assembly.
We are thankful for the faithful missionaries ministering in the needy
Emerald Isle and who are fulfilling their respective callings.
